Properly planned Shelterbelts can reduce wind, control blowing snow, and protect
livestock, buildings and gardens. As well as beautify the farmyard. Below are some tips for
planning your shelterbelt project.

Mapping Out the Property TIP!

Keep all trees at least
100ft from main
buildings and
driveways to eliminate
problems with snow

Map out the farm using a simple scale to follow, such as 1’=100ft.
e Mark existing trees, buildings, power lines, gardens etc.
e Draw in the prevailing wind
e Make note of any areas the snow accumulates
